CMOS Setting for 15" 2" display

After powering on POS system, press “Del” or “F2" key immediately to enter into CMOS Setting

mode. Then move into “Chipset” — "Host Bridge” — “Boot Display Configuration”.
[Setting by optional items]
1. Set up "Boot Display Type” as [LVDS1+LVDS2].
Keep in mind that “LVDS2 Panel Type” should be set up as [1024 X 768 24Bits].
